Council concurred to the following:

1. That the Works & Operations committee develop a policy for the regulation of sump pump waters on public streets, sidewalks and lands.  Policy should give consideration to limiting water discharge directly onto adjacent property.

2. That Council move forward in early 2009 with implementing a policy limiting residential waste collection to the waste collection to two bags and eliminating commercial, institutional and R3 from the waste collection stream with a corresponding lowering in taxes for these sectors.
3. That Council encourage Works and Operations and the NRC to  move forward with the development of equipment and implementation of a cross-country ski trial in Hespeler Park thereby providing yet another alternative for winter recreational opportunities within the community.

4. That for 2009, Works & Operations consider augmenting Christmas light decorations along Main Street through both the purchase of new lights and possible installation of coniferous trees in the traffic bubble flower pots.

5. That the NRT Board will be meeting with Council on December 16, 2008 at 6:30 p.m. to review Broadband services to the region.
