AND WHEREAS the Study recommends a business plan for  Niverville to 

construct a public water supply and distribution system for the entire 


community, a system that would improve safety, management, reliability, 


conservation and efficiency of Canada’s water resource;



THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Council of the Town of 


Niverville make application under the terms and conditions of the 



Building Canada Fund for the enhancement and augmentation of the Fifth 


Avenue Water Treatment Plant and the construction of a water distribution 

system to serve the majority of the Town  currently being supplied by 


private wells;



AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that Council hereby serves notice 


that its first priority is the upgrading and expansion of the Fifth Avenue 


Water Treatment Plant and that upon its completion, the construction of 


water distribution lines throughout the town.



AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that Council is committed, subject 


to due process in accordance with The Municipal Act of Manitoba, to cost 


share equally this proposed project with the Government of Canada and 


the Province of Manitoba.
