Council directed the applicant to meet with the Board of the Assistance Centre and seek to obtain an access agreement.  A decision on the application is postponed until the February 16, 2010.

A public hearing was held at 7:45 p.m. regarding Variation Order No. 1-10 regarding a request to vary the side yard from 5 feet to 0 feet.  Recognizing that the eves of the building encroach on the adjacent lot, council is of the opinion that no decision will be made until either an encroachment agreement or another acceptable alternative has been registered against the adjacent lot.
