THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that Conditional Use Application No. 5-09 to establish a eating establishment and expanded retail facility in accordance with By-law No. 663-08, Table VII-1, be approved subject to the following conditions:

1. That the residential home located at 166 Main Street, being Lot 6, Block 3, Plan 19956, be moved off site and the area redeveloped as dedicated parking space prior to the Province of Manitoba providing an occupancy permit for the designated eating area within the premise;
2. That the applicant send a letter to the designated fuel provider, a copy of which is to be provided to the Town, that directs the fuel provider to deliver fuel during off peak business hours.  Peak business hours to include times during which students are arriving or departing from Niverville Elementary School.

3. That each parking space provided by the applicant as outlined in the drawing submitted to Council on January 5, 2010, be delineated with appropriate surface markings in keeping with industry norms or suitable alternative as agreed to by the Town in writing, to the size specifications as described in By-law No. 663-08;
4. That flashing warning lights be installed on the south garage vehicle  door to alert vehicles passing by that a vehicle is about to enter onto the lane together with a convex mirror suitably located to permit the vehicle entering the lane to see approaching traffic.
