AND WHEREAS Council has followed due process in examining concerns raised by the public and has examined the site;
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that should the applicant proceed with making an application for subdivision of Lot 17, Block 6, Plan 19956 to create two parcels, that the Town will hereby grant a variation order to vary the lot size for the proposed new lot  from 6600 sq ft to 6572 sq. ft. subject to the following conditions:

The fence along the west boundary at the homeowner’s discretion may be either terminated in perpendicular line with the front wall of the garage or reduced to 2.5 feet from the garage face to the south property line.
