i. That for sake of expediency and transparency, all zoning restrictions are completed by By-law rather than Agreement.  The following distances and specifications will be incorporated into an amending by-law: 

a. Parks and Open Space (OS) – most southerly 100 feet

b. Multiple Family Zone (R3) – adjacent to OS – 150 feet

c. Multiple Family Hi-Rise Zone (R4) – balance of Lot 2, Plan 47174
ii. That vehicle repairs on driveways be limited to 4 hours in duration
iii. That daycares be defined as:
a. “Licensed day care” means a day care facility that is provincially licensed and includes group day cares and home days as determined by Provincial Regulations.

b. “Unlicensed day care” means a home day care facility that provides child care for a fee not by a parent or legal guardian on a regular or ongoing basis and would meet the definition, with the exception of licensing, of day care as defined by Provincial Regulations.
