On Collection Day these regulations must be followed:

PREPARE IT - All acceptable recyclable materials must fit into the container and the lid MUST close
or the recycling cart will not be emptied. NO EXTRA MATERIAL WILL BE COLLECTED. Do not jam or pack
items into your cart. Items must fall freely from the cart into the truck.

PLACE IT — Place your cart on the street with the wheels against the curb, with at least 3 feet of clear-
ance between the cart and any obstacles. If you do not have a curb, place just off the roadway on the

shoulder.
Carts MUST be out by 8:00 a.m. on your collection day.

PARK IT - By 11:59 p.m. on your collection day, your cart must be removed from the street and re-
turned to its storage location near your building.

ACCEPTABLE MATERIALS FOR RECYCLING PICKUP

Aluminium beverage cans and tin cans—rinse, remove labels and flatten if possible
Paper—newspapers, flyers, books, magazines, office paper, phone books, wrapping paper
Cardboard—please flatten boxes

Milk Cartons—empty, rinse and flatten

Tetra-Pak Juice Boxes—please empty, rinse and flatten

Glass and Jars—please rinse and remove all caps (NO BROKEN GLASS)

Plastics—remove all caps and rinse containers. Accepted numbers include #1, #2, #5 and #7 plastics.

Items NOT accepted include: Styrofoam, paper plates & napkins, plastics #3, #4 and #6, plastic bags, motor oil

containers or any containers that carry this symbol -> ..

*+ Hazardous and industrial waste (including cooking oil) are not acceptable waste or recycling cart materials. **

The R.M. of Ritchot Landfill will accept used cooking oil, they are located at 1373 Bernat Road (HWY 210), just off of HWY 59.
